Introduction:
Blood donation is a very good deed. It is crucial and beneficial for humankind, society. A blood
donation camp was held at Kamrup College Chamata on 09/04/2024.

The Event:
The process of donation was started around 10.30 AM. The event was inaugurated by Dr.
Debendra Kumar Bezbaruah, principal, Kamrup College Chamata in presence of a number of
faculties and students of the college. A short speech on the importance of blood donation was
delivered by Doctor Utpal Das, a pathologist at SMK civil hospital, Nalbari who also supervised
the whole process of blood donation in the event. Twenty four people donated blood in the camp
which includes some faculties and students of Kamrup College Chamata. The process of
donation was carried in a van owned by Assam Blood Transfusion Council. It was a van
specially designed for such events. The donors were provided juice, water, sweets and fruits
after the donation. The event ended around 1 PM as no more donors were available.
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Conclusion:
The event was moderately successful. The participation was lower than expected. The
organizers are sorry that they couldn't gather more donors. It was also felt that there is a
prevailing fear among people against blood donation. The organizers think that an awareness
programme for blood donation in future could improve the situation.
